APPENDIX

Jazz Education

Jazz Services Ltd (which body exists to promote and develop jazz in the UK) is looking for evidence of commitment to jazz education within Education Authority and Music Service provision for schools, community education and adult continuing education. Set out below are examples of criteria (not all of which would need to be met) to which the Awards Panel and Jazz Services will have regard when considering submissions:

a) qualifications (eg professional jazz musicians, specialist instrumental tutors) of tutors employed by the music service or directly by schools;     
b) provision made within INSET and/or CPD for non-specialist teachers/tutors to develop a measure of jazz education expertise, eg workshops, guidance materials;     
c) number, size and frequency of coming together of jazz ensembles supported by the education authority music service and individual schools;     
d) provision of practical curriculum guidance, eg schemes of work, teacher notes;     
e) availability of teaching of jazz arranging and/or composition;     
f) opportunities for pupils and students to hear performances of live jazz; and to study recordings, including via CD, DVD, tape, video;     
g) featuring of jazz in music and/or arts festivals promoted by the education authority     
h) to the extent that recording of student performance is scheduled for assessment purposes, inclusion of jazz;     
i) commissioning of original works of jazz for performance by young people or any ensemble supported or organised by the music service;     
j) joint working with local jazz venues and promoters for performance, workshop or master class purposes.
